MANAGEMENT OF USED ABSORBENTS AND CONTAMINATED SOIL

Used absorbents and contaminated soil may be considered as Hazardous, Non-RCRA, or Solid waste and must be handled according to the characteristics of the material that was spilled.  Absorbents used for the clean up of JP-8, Diesel, Oils, Antifreeze and Hydraulic fluid are Non-RCRA waste.  Absorbents that have been used to clean up other spills (including Gasoline) must be evaluated to determine if they are hazardous waste (contact CEV for sampling and guidance).   

Hazardous wastes must be accumulated in separate containers from one another and must be segregated from non-hazardous wastes.

Non-reusable pads and booms used to soak up non-hazardous materials may be disposed of as solid waste provided there are no free or dripping liquids.

	CONTAINERS

	· Spill response kits, which include a container and absorbent materials, must be located in every shop and facility that handles fuel or hazardous materials.

· Shops should use a 30- or 55-gallon drum with an open top that can be securely closed and that is compatible with the material spilled (HAZMART can provide various types containers to meet your needs.)

· Containers may also be used containers provided they are in good condition with all the old markings and labels removed or painted over prior to use.

· Kept in a safe place away from traffic.  A container should be secured if it could be easily tipped over.

· For large spills a roll-off dumpster or dump truck may be used (contact CEV).

	· Must be labeled with a red hazardous waste label and the “contents” blank must be filled-in.

· Fill in accumulation start date blank when full or if the 55-gallon limit is exceeded.

· Turn full container-in to HAZMART within 3 days

· Must be kept closed except when adding or removing the waste.

· Should be a container that can be filled in one year or less.
	· Marked with the contents of the container and material spilled (use of a “NON-RCRA” or “NON-REGULATED” label is recommended).

	ACCUMULATION POINTS

	· Marked with a sign that identifies the accumulation point number (#-HW) as well as the location and content of waste stream (see HWMP Fig 6.1 for format).

· Must be included in the weekly inspection of accumulation points.

· Must be at or near point-of-generation and under the control of the generator of the waste.
	· Optional:  Non-hazardous accumulation points may be marked with a sign that identifies the accumulation point number (#-NR), as well as the location and content of waste stream (see HWMP Fig 5.4 for format).

· Optional: Non-hazardous accumulation points may be included in the weekly inspection of accumulation points.

	DISPOSAL

	· Must be turned-in to HAZMART for disposal within three days of becoming full.  

· Call 5-6602 for pickup.

· Pads and booms should be wrung out and reused to the extent possible.  
	· For shop use, clay absorbents should be reused to the extent possible.

· Clay absorbents are turned in to HAZMART and placed in the soil dumpster for disposal at the Rapid City Landfill Soil Farm.

· Pads and booms should be wrung out and reused to the extent possible.  

	SAMPLING

	· CEV will conduct sampling necessary for clay absorbents and soil for disposal at the Rapid City Landfill Soil Farm.

· Absorbents used for clean up of spilled materials other than JP-8, Diesel, Oil, Antifreeze and Hydraulic Fluid must be sampled to determine if they are hazardous waste.  Label containers as “Awaiting Analysis” and contact CEV for sampling.
