MANAGEMENT OF ASBESTOS CONTAINING MATERIALS

This guide sheet pertains to non-facility asbestos source contributors that deal with brakes, clutches, gaskets, heat exchanger shields, and HEPA vacuum filters with the potential to contain Asbestos Containing Materials (ACM).  Asbestos Containing Materials must be collected and turned in to the Asbestos BPA Contractor for disposal.  

Please refer to the Asbestos Management Plan for specific details.

	CONTAINERS

	· If ACM has sharp edges, either place into their original shipping container or a suitable box, or tape the edges to prevent tearing of the bag.

· ACM, including water (from using the “wet method”), rags, and/or paper towels, must be placed in a single (6 mil) plastic bag and sealed with tape utilizing CEVC policy for containerizing ACM.  

· Plastic bag containing ACM must be placed in an open head metal, plastic, or fiberboard drum, which is lined with a 6-mil plastic bag.  (HAZMART can provide containers ranging in size from 1 to 55 gallons.)

· The outer bag containing ACM must be labeled with an asbestos sticker or a pre-labeled bag can be used.

· Container must be labeled with the words “ASBESTOS CONTAINING MATERIALS”

· Container should be one that can be sealed to prevent contents from becoming a potential hazard.  

· Must be in good condition with all the old markings and labels removed or painted over prior to use. 

· Must be closed except while adding or removing the product.

· When the ACM waste container is full, remove the liner bag from the container and seal with tape utilizing CEVC policy for containerizing ACM.

	ACCUMULATION POINTS 

	· Marked with a sign that identifies the accumulation point number (#-AW) as well as the location and content of waste stream (see HWMP Fig 5.4 for proper format – substitute “ASBESTOS CONTAINING MATERIALS” for the words “NON-RCRA WASTE” in sign header).

· Kept in a safe place away from traffic.  The container should be secured if it could be easily tipped over.
