EXCESS HAZARDOUS MATERIALS

Strict inventory controls are designed to minimize the purchase of excess material by requiring that only quantities necessary to accomplish the task be purchased (per AFI 32-7086).  However, unused material contributes to approximately 40 percent of the hazardous waste generated on Ellsworth AFB.  Unused material includes excess serviceable hazardous materials, materials with an expired shelf life, and material that is no longer suitable for use (waste).  

When a hazardous material is found with an expired or nearly expired shelf life, the shop may take certain steps to extend the material’s shelf life.  

1. Within 30 days of the expiration date, the shop can test some material for serviceability.  Only certain materials can be tested this way – consult HAZMART if there are any questions.  The shelf life may also be extended by use of one of the following websites.

2. If the product is already expired or is not found on the websites provided, the product may be sent off base for testing.  Sometimes self-testing is authorized as mentioned above.  Test sites may be located through the use of the websites discussed in step 1.

3. If the shelf life cannot be extended, the hazardous material must be sent to DRMO for disposal.  This is done by bringing the material and the MSDS to HAZMART.

	COLLECTION CONTAINERS

	· All excess hazardous material should be retained in its original manufacturer’s container and transported in an acceptable container, such as an open top metal or plastic container.  (HAZMART can provide containers ranging in size from 1 to 55 gallons.) 

· Must be in good condition with all the old markings and labels removed or painted over prior to use. 

· Kept in a safe place away from traffic.  A container should be secured if it could be easily tipped over. 

· Must be labeled with a red hazardous waste label and the “contents” block blank must be filled in.



	ACCUMULATION POINTS 

	· Excess hazardous materials should not be accumulated but should promptly be turned-in to HAZMART.



	DISPOSAL

	· Excess hazardous materials should be turned in to HAZMART for possible reissue.  

· Materials that are no longer suitable for use must be turned in to HAZMART IRC for disposal.
· Material with an expired shelf life must be turned-in to DRMO for disposal. This is done by bringing the material and the MSDS to HAZMART.



	SAMPLING

	· Sampling requirements do not apply to excess hazardous materials as long as the material is in its original container and the container is properly labeled.
