MANAGEMENT OF LEAD SCRAP METAL

This guide sheet applies only to scrap metals that contain lead.  

Lead scrap metal exhibits hazardous characteristics and special management techniques must be employed to ensure proper accumulation and disposal.  Scrap metal that is collected for recycling is exempt from hazardous waste regulation.  This exemption is used on Ellsworth AFB for lead scrap metal from such operations as soldering, automotive maintenance (lead tire weights), and lead seals.  Lead scrap metal must be segregated from other scrap metal and turned-in to DRMO for recycling.  

	CONTAINERS

	· All lead scrap metal must be collected in an acceptable container, such as an open style plastic, metal or fiberboard drum.  (A coffee can works well for collecting bits of solder at electronics workstations or HAZMART can provide containers ranging in size from 1 to 55 gallons.) 

· Must be in good condition with all the old markings and labels removed or painted over prior to use. 

· Kept in a safe place away from traffic.  A container should be secured if it could be easily tipped over. 

· Marked with the words “Scrap Metal” and a description of the contents (i.e. lead tire weights).



	ACCUMULATION POINTS 

	· Optional - Marked with a sign that identifies the accumulation point number (#-SC), as well as the location and content of waste stream (see HWMP Fig 5.4 for format).



	DISPOSAL

	· Must be turned-in to DRMO for recycling, call 5-1019 for information on turn-in paperwork.

· Shops must retain receipts from turning in their lead scrap metal and should file them with their other hazardous waste turn-in records.



	SAMPLING

	· Sampling requirements do not apply to scrap metal.
