MANAGEMENT OF NON-RCRA WASTES

The Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) is the primary legislation controlling hazardous waste management.  The act provides lists of hazardous wastes and/or defines a hazardous waste by certain hazardous characteristics.  RCRA establishes strict regulations that pertain to the generation; transportation; and handling of hazardous wastes.  Even if a waste is not listed in RCRA and does not exhibit the characteristics of a hazardous waste, it might still require special handling and disposal procedures as a Non-RCRA (or Non-Regulated) waste.  

Routine shop activities have the potential to contaminate materials such as respirator filters, rags, applicator brushes, etc. and may need to be sampled in order to determine the proper disposal requirements.  Generators should refer to the MSDS for the material in question or, if necessary, obtain a sample of the waste to determine the appropriate disposal method.  If a sample is determined to be Non-RCRA, the generator will need to accumulate the waste for disposal through HAZMART.  See guidance from CEV and sample results for status of your waste.

	CONTAINERS

	· Should be a container that can be filled in one year or less (HAZMART can provide containers ranging in size from 1 to 55 gallons). 

· Must be in good condition with all the old markings and labels removed or painted over prior to use. 

· Kept in a safe place away from traffic.  A container should be secured if it could be easily tipped over. 

· Must be kept closed except while adding or removing the waste.

· For used liquid acetone use a closed-head (non-removable head) style metal drum with a bung opening or the original acetone container.

· Marked with the contents of the container (use of a “NON-RCRA” or “NON-REGULATED” label is recommended).

	ACCUMULATION POINTS 

	· Optional:  Non-hazardous accumulation points may be marked with a sign that identifies the accumulation point number (#-NR), as well as the location and content of waste stream (see HWMP Fig 5.4 for format).

· Optional: Non-hazardous accumulation points may be included in the weekly inspection of accumulation points.

	DISPOSAL

	· Turn in to HAZMART for disposal.  Call 5-6602.

	SAMPLING

	· Wastes must be sampled when a new process is implemented which generates a new waste stream.  Sample results are valid for 3 years for small waste streams (less than 3-55 gal. Drums/year), and 1 year for large waste streams.
