MANAGEMENT OF PHARMACEUTICALS

The Medical Pharmacy issues a number of pharmaceuticals and acts as a central accumulation point for the disposal of P- and U-listed pharmaceuticals/empty vials.  
Excess pharmaceuticals, pharmaceuticals with an expired shelf life, and/or pharmaceuticals that are no longer suitable for use must be accumulated for turn in to EXP Incorporated.  Any hazardous pharmaceuticals that have a potential for legitimate reuse may be disposed of through this contractor.  P- and/or U-listed items that cannot be issued, (i.e., pharmaceuticals that have fallen on the floor), must be accumulated for disposal as a hazardous waste in accordance with this guide sheet.  
Empty pharmaceutical containers that are not tracked by HAZMART may be triple rinsed to remove all residual chemicals and thrown into the regular trash as a solid waste.  Pharmacy personnel should refer to the MSDS and guidance from the Hazardous Waste Program Manager in order to determine if a waste pharmaceutical or empty vial should be handled as Solid, or Hazardous Waste.  Hazardous pharmaceutical wastes must be disposed of according to the following guidelines.
	CONTAINERS

	· Use an open top style quart container.  

· Must be compatible with the pharmaceuticals 

· Must be in good condition with all the old markings and labels removed or painted over prior to use. 

· Kept in a safe place away from traffic.  A container should be secured if it could be easily tipped over. 

· Must be labeled with a red hazardous waste label and the “contents” blank must be filled-in.

· Fill in accumulation start date blank, when full or if you exceed 1 quart, and turn-in to HAZMART within 3 days

· Must be kept closed except while adding or removing the waste.

	ACCUMULATION POINTS

	· Marked with a sign that identifies the accumulation point number (#-HW) as well as the location and content of waste stream (see HWMP Fig 6.1 for format).

· Must be included in the weekly inspection of accumulation points.

· Must be at or near point-of-generation and under the control of the generator of the waste.

	TURN-IN

	· Must be turned-in to HAZMART for disposal.  Call 5-6602 for pickup.

	SAMPLING

	· Unless the contents of a container are unknown, sampling requirements do not apply to pharmaceuticals as an MSDS of product information sheet will provide the necessary information.
