MANAGEMENT OF SOLID WASTES

Routine shop activities have the potential to contaminate solid waste products (such as respirator filters, rags, overspray paper, applicator brushes, etc.) with hazardous materials.  Generators should refer to the MSDS for the material in question and, if necessary, obtain a sample of the waste to determine the appropriate disposal method.  If the MSDS indicates that a sample should be taken, the generator must then obtain written authorization from CEV prior to disposing of the waste as ordinary refuse (see guidance from CEV and sample results for status of your waste).

Certain contaminated materials must be dried or cured before the waste can be disposed of in the trash as solid wastes (see the MSDS for the material to obtain more information).

Generators should note that solid wastes may be solid, liquid, or gas and that the disposal of such wastes will still fall under the guidelines outlined within this document.

DISPOSAL

· Unless sample results indicate hazardous characteristics, solid wastes can be disposed of in the trash or down the sanitary drain.



SAMPLING

· Potentially hazardous wastes must be sampled once a process change is implemented which generates a new waste stream.  Sample results are valid for 3 years for small waste streams (less than 3-55 gal. Drums/year), and 1 year for large waste streams.
