MANAGEMENT OF TANK SLUDGE 
Sludge obtained when cleaning and maintaining oil/water separators or fuel storage tanks, must be handled according to the types of contaminants that the sludge has come into contact with.  The sludge may have the potential to display hazardous characteristics and should be sampled prior to disposal in order to determine if it should be handled as a Non-RCRA or Hazardous waste.  

	CONTAINERS

	· Should be an open top style steel or plastic container.  (HAZMART can provide containers ranging in size from 1 to 55 gallons.) 

· Must be in good condition with all the old markings and labels removed or painted over prior to use. 

· Kept in a safe place away from traffic.  A container should be secured if it could be easily tipped over. 

· Sludge must be sampled whenever an oil/water separator is cleaned in order to establish proper disposal requirements.  Containers should be labeled “Awaiting Analysis” until sample results are available.

· Must be marked with the contents of the container, the source of generation, the POC, and a phone number.

· Must be kept closed except when adding or removing the waste.



	DISPOSAL

	· Sludge must be turned in to HAZMART immediately for sampling and disposal.  Call 5-6602 for pickup.



	SAMPLING

	· Sludge from oil/water separators and/or fuel storage tanks must be sampled whenever the tank is cleaned and the sludge is accumulated for disposal.
