
MANAGEMENT OF UNIVERSAL WASTES

Used batteries and bad thermostats meet the definition of a Universal Waste as defined in 40 CFR 273.  These wastes must be accumulated for turn-in through HAZMART for disposal through the current contract.  Call 5-6602 for pickup.

An accumulation point for universal wastes does not require compliance with Section 6 of the EAFB HWMP.  A special training class for facility managers will be offered twice a year.  The facility manager is responsible for maintaining this accumulation point and complying with the following requirements:

· Accumulation points must be labeled with a sign that identifies the accumulation point number (#-UW), as well as the location and content of the waste stream. 

· Universal wastes must be accumulated in appropriate containers, such as an open style plastic, metal or fiberboard drum.  The original container and packing material is recommended and is most convenient.  

· The accumulation container must be kept closed at all times except when adding or removing wastes.

· Each container must be labeled or marked with one of the following phrases: “UNIVERSAL WASTE – BATTERIES” OR “UNIVERSAL WASTE – THERMOSTATS(S)”,
· Place the date on the container when the first article is placed in the accumulation container.  An MSDS is required for the first turn in of a universal waste other than regular fluorescent bulbs.  Wastes that are accumulated should be turned in to HAZMART by 9 months from the initial accumulation date to ensure they are disposed of within one year of becoming a waste.
· Shops must retain receipts from turning in their universal wastes and should file them with their other hazardous waste turn-in records.
