MANAGEMENT OF USED ANTIFREEZE

Used antifreeze (ethylene glycol) is not regulated as a hazardous waste but it has the potential to be a hazardous waste due to its potentially high pH or its potential to contain levels of dissolved heavy metals and lead.  Antifreeze is toxic to wildlife and may not be drained into storm sewers, sanitary sewers, septic tanks, or drained onto the ground.  Used antifreeze must be segregated from other wastes and turned in to HAZMART for recycling. 

	CONTAINERS

	· Containers should be a closed-head (non-removable head) style metal or plastic drum with a bung opening drums with bungs.  (HAZMART can provide containers ranging in size from 1 to 55 gallons.) 

· Must be in good condition with all the old markings and labels removed or painted over prior to use. 

· Marked with the contents of the container (use of a Non-RCRA label is recommended).

· Should not be more than 90% full, particularly if exposed to solar heating and extreme cold.

· Must be closed except while adding or removing the product.

· Must be protected from the rain and snow as much as possible.



	ACCUMULATION POINTS 

	· Marked with a sign that identifies the accumulation point number (#-NR), as well as the location and content of waste stream (see HWMP Fig 5.4 for format).

· Kept in a safe place away from traffic.  A container should be secured if it could be easily tipped over. 

· Must be included in the weekly inspection of accumulation points.

· Antifreeze containers must be separated from most acids and caustic compounds.



	TURN-IN

	· Must be turned-in to HAZMART for disposal.  Call 5-6602 for pickup.



	SAMPLING

	· Used antifreeze must be sampled once a process change is implemented which generates used antifreeze as a new waste stream.  Sample results are valid for 3 years for small waste streams (less than 3-55 gal. Drums/year), and 1 year for large waste streams.
