MANAGEMENT OF USED OIL

Below is a summary for the management of used oil.  Please refer to the Used Oil Management Plan for specific details.

STORAGE:  Used oil containers for storage and collection:

· Are typically 55-gallon steel drums with bungs.

· Can be any container that contained new product and can be securely reclosed.

· Should not be more than 90% full, particularly if exposed to solar heating and extreme cold.

· Must be closed except while adding or removing the product.

· Must be protected from the rain and snow as much as possible.

REQUIREMENTS FOR CONTAINERS:

· Must comply with marking requirements in T.O. 42B 1-23, section 2.4.
· Painted red if contains flammables.  Flammable products have a flash point at or below 140 degrees Fahrenheit.  Remember that the used oil program is limited to products with a flash point above 100 degrees Fahrenheit. 
· For containers used on a one-time basis for collection and turn-in of used oil mark as follows:
· Use black paint to overspray all existing markings.
· Mark drum with one-inch white letters to identify product.
· For containers used on a recurring basis for collection and turn-in of used oil, mark as follows:
· Must have a yellow band around the middle, no more than 1/3 the container height.
· Product markings will be stenciled with 4-inch black letters on the yellow band.
· Serial numbers, organization, and other information will be applied with 2-inch white letters.
INSPECTIONS:  Used oil accumulation sites must be included in the weekly inspection of accumulation points

TESTING:  Used oil must be sampled once a process change is implemented which generates used oil as a new waste stream.  Shops that collect used oil will have their waste stream re-sampled every 3 years or when there is a change in the process. PICK-UP POINTS:  The shops that collect used oil may turn containers in directly to HAZMART or at any of the following pick-up points:  AGE Maintenance, Transportation, Jet Engine Test Cell, CE Power Production Shop, Auto Skills Center, and BX Service Station.
