MANAGEMENT OF WATER BOTTOMS

Fuel water bottoms from the base bulk fuel storage tanks are collected from collection tanks and bowsers.  Once the water has settled and any fuel is drawn off, the water bottoms must then be taken to HAZMART for disposal.  If water bottoms are accumulated and not taken to HAZMART when generated, a hazardous waste satellite accumulation point will be required.  

HAZMART processes water bottoms through a water filtration system that removes any remaining fuel through an oil/water separator.  The water is then sent through two activated carbon filters in series that remove the benzene prior to being discharged to the industrial waste water system.

	CONTAINER

	· Plastic portable container.

· Must be kept closed except while adding or removing the waste.

· Must be in good condition with all the old markings and labels removed or painted over prior to use. 

	ACCUMULATION POINTS 

	· Must be included in the weekly inspection of accumulation points. 

	TURN-IN

	· Must be turned-in to HAZMART for processing within 24-hours of drawing off of the fuel.

	SAMPLING

	Water Bottoms must be sampled when a new process is implemented which generates a new waste stream and whenever the process changes.  Sample results are valid for 1 year.
